Painting Reminders:

1. Never leave your paint brush in water. (This loosens the glue on the bristles and wrecks the brush)

2. Paint the lightest colours first. (Yellow, orange, light red, etc.) This will ensure that your light colours are bright.

3. For this painting, apply water to paint area first before you begin to paint.

4. Leave a line in between your painting so that your colours don’t run into each other.
