Ted Harrison Watercolour Painting Steps
Drawing (very lightly – very little pressure on pencil):

1. Draw horizon line (little lower than ½ way)

2. Draw haunted house

3. Draw oak tress (draw trees in odd numbers)

4. Draw gravestones

5. Draw in your lines

Painting:

(Background)

1. Wet area that you are going to paint. Start with the lightest colour section first.

2. Start painting the sky first

3. Alternate strips when painting (leave a line in between painting areas) so that your paint doesn’t bleed into each section

4. Begin painting ground area

5. Let paint completely dry

(Silhouettes)

1. Paint haunted house

2. Paint oak trees

3. Paint gravestones

4. When all silhouettes are dry, you can add black to each separate line in the horizon and the ground. For this use a very fine paintbrush.
